Rules

USANKF Two Corner, Modified rules. Chest protectors, foot,
and shin gear optional. Flag Kumite and Kihon divisions are
available for competitors ages 8 and under. Kihon competitors
may not sign up for Kata or Kobudo. Flag Kumite competitors
may not sign up for Kumite or Kobudo. Regular Kata and
Kumite divisions will be available for ages 8 and under.

Competitors must be 20 years of age or less. All kyus and
dans may compete.

No toothpick (skinny) bos in Kobudo.

Team Kata for ages 11 & Younger, 12-14, 15-17, and 18-20
Years, no bunkai required. Three person teams only. Mixed
gender is okay for 11 & Younger and 12-14.

Divisions of 3 or less competitors may be combined with other
divisions.

Kihon competitors will be asked to demonstrate age-uke (up
block), soto-uke (outside block), and migeri (front kick), all from
a natural stance.

Flag kumite competitors will wear a vest with two flags on the
upper chest area. First competitor that pulls off the two flags,
one at a time, or the most flags at end of time. Matches will
be 30 seconds. View video of flag kumite at
https://youtu.be/XtmjMXuVXTA .

In all divisions, except flag kumite, judges will use flags.
